How to find the right person – Call each school and speak to the school secretary.   First request the contact name of the person in charge and explain it is to address an envelope for that individual.  After mailing the envelope you can then contact the school and ask to speak to the contact person by name.

Speak with those in your community you know and meet.   Ask them if they know of anyone connected with the schools and school groups.  Referrals are a great way to obtain bookings.
